New Conception Figures Show
Positive Results for Leicestershire

Figures released by the Government’s Teenage
Pregnancy Unit show that there has been a drop in the
number of under-18 conceptions in Leicestershire from
30.7 per 1000 young people in 2005 to 29.2 per 1000
young people in 2006. This is a reduction of 23% from

the baseline of 1998.

Helen Millar, Chair of the Teenage Pregnancy Partnership

board said:

The reduction in the under-18 conception figures
is a great boost for the county.

The drop in the number of under-18 conceptions
is testament to the joined up approach that is being
used across Leicestershire and we would like to

thank all the professionals who work as part of the

Partnership for their hard work and dedication.
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
